EU Authorities ban incandescent lamps 
The following statement is taken from an OSRAM leaflet 

 

 
 
The EU is undertaking the phased withdrawal of inefficient lamps from the market. 

To combat climate change the European Union has agreed to phase out conventional light sources that are energy inefficient. 

According to an EU Directive, from 1st September 2009 manufacturers and importers may no longer sell incandescent lamps 

with an output of 80 W (950 lm) or more or which are frosted and not in Energy Class A. Clear lamps with more than 950 lm 

must achieve at least Energy Class C, and ones with less than 950 lm at least Energy Class E. Lamps in Energy Classes F and G 
will be banned from 1st September 2009.

Important tips for choosing the right lamp. 

1. Select the light source and light colour depending on the particular application. For example, OSRAM compact fluorescent 

lamps in the Warm Comfort Light colour or warm white PARATHOM® CLASSIC LED lamps are particularly suitable 

for home living areas. 

 

2. Check you have the right wattage. Energy-saving lamps produce the same amount of light as ordinary incandescent lamps 

but consume far less power to do so. 
 

3. Check the product life. The energy-saving alternatives are somewhat more expensive to buy than conventional 

incandescent lamps but they last much longer.

(WEEE) 

What is it? 
 

The Waste Electrical and Electronic Equipment Directive (WEEE Directive) came into force in the UK 

in January 2007. Some aspects of the WEEE Directive have been in operation within the Island for some 

time now. New elements of the WEEE Directive are now set to be introduced here in the Island by the 

States, including the recycling of lamps and tubes.  

 

The WEEE Directive aims to both reduce the amount of waste electrical and electronic equipment being 

produced and to encourage everyone to reuse, recycle and recover it appropriately. 

 

The WEEE Directive also aims to improve the environmental performance of businesses that manufacture, 

supply, use, recycle and recover electrical and electronic equipment. 

 

Of course, the Directive does not specifically affect us in our own homes but the very nature of respecting 

the environment should not stop at businesses; it reaches into the domestic domain as well. 

 

 

Recycle your lamps and provide for the future 
 

 

A large amount of waste lamps and tubes have already been collected through the current waste disposal 

system but had been stockpiled by the States of Guernsey until recently. These have now been shipped back 

to the UK for treatment on behalf of the States of Guernsey via the Newey & Eyre network. 

 

With the new service every business in the Island will be expected to handle their expended lamps and tubes 

in a professional and responsible manner. Of course there is a cost to everything and this is no exception. 

Newey & Eyre are authorised to perform this service and will therefore make a nominal cover charge on 

each ‘WEEE’ type lamp at the time of purchase to cover the subsequent recycling fee. 

 

What Lamps & Tubes are covered under this Directive?
